The Chugoku region has long been a hub for trade and manu-
facturing, and each community within the region has a one-of-a-
kind townscape that reflects their individual history. The Shirak-
abe Dozogun storehouses of Kurayoshi are modeled off castle
towns in the Muromachi period. In the Edo period, commerce
and industry flourished and you can still see traces of that in the

town today. The Kurashiki Bikan Historical Quarter once pros-
pered as a hub for trade via ships. The traditional and cohesive
townscape is balanced by the beautiful weeping willow-lined
streets. Takahashi City, famed for its production of red ocher and
copper, is the birthplace of the color known as Japan Red, and its
distinctive red townscape continues to welcome visitors today.
